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AFSOC Adds a New Base in New Mexico

STOA Architects principal Mark Gilliland recently traveled to Cannon Air Force Base in
New Mexico at the invitation of the US Army Corps of Engineer's Albuquerque District
Commander, LTC Bruce Estok, a long time STOA client and friend. The purpose of the trip
was to attend the Society of American Military Engineers (SAME) industry forum on Base
Realignment and Closure (BRAC) work recently awarded to Cannon AFB. Cannon, a base
that not too long ago was slated for closure under BRAC, will become a major Air Force
Special Operations Command (AFSOC) facility supporting the Command located at
Hurlburt Field, Florida. STOA Architects has significant past performance with AFSOC at
Hurlburt Field and will pursue continuing this relationship at Cannon AFB.

Cannon AFB is located near Clovis, a small rural town in eastern New Mexico. The
nearest metropolitan areas are Lubbock and Amarillo, Texas (both 2 hours away) and
Albuquerque, New Mexico (3 hours away). Work in this area will be challenging for the
construction community due to a lack of significant local workforce, and compounded by
insufficient housing, hotels and other infrastructure. For the AFSOC units familiar with
the beach life on the emerald coast this move could be a major -cultural
change. Fortunately the base does have a golf course!

Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) relocation project from Ft. Bragg, North Carolina to
Duke Field near Crestview has advertised for construction and is slated for general
contractors pre-qualified under the US Army Corps of Engineers Mobile District Multiple
Award Task Order Contracts (MATOCs). STOA Architects participated on the design of
this multi-building project along with fellow architecture firms, Bullock Tice Associates and
Hernandez-Calhoun International.

Key findings from the conference include a forecast of major increases in NAVFAC and
Marine Corps work through 2012. A major surprise is the new mandate for all NAVFAC
facilities awarded in FY09 and beyond to be
designed, constructed, documented and

for certification as LEED (Leadership in Mavval Facilities Engineering Command
Energy and Environmental Design) Silver.
This new requirement is “unwaiverable” and is included as a line item on all FY09 DD1391

Congressional funding proposals. STOA's staff of LEED Accredited Professionals is excited
to be a part of NAVFAC's new sustainable design requirements.
